FYI

A fourth common connector is emerging in amateur radio. This is the SMA (Sub Miniature version
A) connectors. The connector has a 50 Q impedance and was originally designed for use from DC
(0 Hz) to 12 GHz. The SMA connector is used in microwave systems, hand-held radio and mobile
telephone antennas and, more recently, with WiFi antenna systems and USB software-defined

radio dongles.
